Born in Baltimore, MD, he moved to Catonsville, MD, at the age of 12 and
lived there until he graduated from college and began his work career. Art was
a graduate of Valparaiso University, IN, and did graduate work at Concordia
Senior College, Fort Wayne, IN, and Concordia Seminary, St. Louis, MO. He
was a member of the Lambda Chi Alpha fraternity. 

 

He was an active member and communicant of Luther Memorial Lutheran
Church in Tinton Falls, NJ. Previously, he was a longtime member of Christ
Memorial Lutheran Church in East Brunswick, NJ, before he moved to Tinton
Falls, and was active in many church activities, the foremost of which was the
church choir.

Resources activities and issues. He retired from Merck & Co., Inc., in 1993,
and has since enjoyed gardening, stock market activities and investing, his
friends, his church activities, and, above all, his cats, who were his constant
companions over more than 30 years.
